There were
altogether 64 sessions and 22 speakers covering a wide
range of topics such as Modernism, Postmodernism,
Canadian Literature, Diaspora writing, Colonialism,
Postcolonialism, Plural Texts, American Poetry, Literary
Theories, Translation Theories, Contemporary Indian
Literature, the Theatre of the Absurd, Indian Asesthetics
and its application to texts, Multiculturalism, new
Historicism, Feminism, Language learning Skills and ELT
in India.

There were also sessions set appart for Computer
orientation.

The participants were assessed on the basis of their
individual performance in the paper presentation, interation
within the class, the book review submitted by them and
finally a test paper conducted to evaluate their grasp of the
lecture sessions.

The inaugural ceremony was held in the Seminar
Room of the School of Social Sciences. Prof. Ranjana
Harish, coordinator of the refresher course in English
Studies, Gujarat University, welcomed the audience. Dr.
Prasad Brahmbhatt, Director of the Academic Staff College,
Gujarat University, Who presided over the inaugural
session, emphasized the importance of the role of dedicated
and resourceful teachers in the building up of the nation
and culture. This was followed by words of encouragement
and blessings by Guest of honour, Padmashree Sitanshu
Yasheshchandra, a well-known Gujarati poet and literary

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critic from M. S. University, Baroda. The inaugural address
was delivered by Dr. Ravi Chandra, Prof and Head of the
Dept. of English, University of Mysore. Dr.  Jagdish Joshi,
Dr. Director, Academic Staff College, Gujarat university
proposed a vote of thanks. He also drew the participants
attention towards the modus operandi of the course and the
UGC guidelines governing it.

We would like to place on record a few lectures
which deserve special mention with regard to their
intellectual content, contemporary relevance and effective
presentation. Padmashree prof. Sitanshu Yasheshchandra
spoke on ``Interrogating `Literature' and `India' in Indian
Literature.'' The lecture shot at the participants the following
questions: What is `Indian' Literature ? What is the notion
of literature ? Is there `Indian literature' or are there `indian
literatures' ? Then he traced the history of Indian literature
beginning with the Sanskrit, prakrit, apabrahnsha and
paishachi forms of writing. His wide canvas stretched from
the 9the century Sanskrit literature to the 20th century
Indian Diasporic writing. He argued emphatically that the
multiplicity of world views and the multiplicity of
literatures produced in India shouled be accommodated
and taken into account while studying Indian literature in
terms of authorship, readership and text. The participants
engaged themselves in a fruitful intellectual discussion
with the resource person, presenting their observations as
well as seeking clarifications.

Prof Ravi Chandra very successfully analyzed the
important concepts of Paul Virilio's book Open
Sky which has a lot of significance in the fragmented and
iert existence of the modern man in a teletopia of the
present technologizal world.

Prof O. P. Juneja, M. S. University Gujarat, engaged
to sessions where he spoke on Candadian Literature
introducing the participants to the growth and development
of Canadian Literature and Canadian Studies from the
beginning up to the present day critical prespective on
Canadian Studies.

Dr. Bharati Harishankar from Madras University
spoke very lucidly on various new terms and expressions
relevant in the current critical circles and literary
discussions. She presented Homi Bhabha's concepts of
liminality and interstice with regard to the interpretation of

literary texts.

She also presented the concept of ``Queer Theory''
which in an upcoming area in the present critical language.
The open-ended positioning of the critic, according to
her, is the necessary perspective that a critic should have
in order to carry out a healthy intellectual dialogue with
the text.

Prof. E. V. Ramakrishnan from South Gujarat
university spoke about contemporary ``Indian Litrerature
and Indian Literature in English transtration'' and excited
the audence towards the necessity of engagine oneself in
the process of translation which is an inherent nature of
all English teachers.

Prof. Indira Nityanandnam from nav Gujarat Arts
College, Ahmedabad spoke on ``Contemporary Indian
Writing in English with Special Reference to the Writings
of Amitav Ghosh.''

Prof. Rama Nair from Osmania University,
Hyderabad, elaborated the value and beauty of Indian
Aesthetics and a practical valorization of this in the
analysis of literary texts such as Robert Browing's ``My
Last Duchess,'' The Guide by R. K. Narayan, The Great
Gatsby by Scott Fitzgerald and Ape and Essence by
Aldous Huxley.

Prof. Riho Isaka, an erudite Japanese Scholar and
Prof. of Area Studies Centre of Tokyo University, presented
two sessions introducing the participants to the culture
and Language situation in Japan. We were highly excited
by her attempts to translate Amitav Ghosh's Shadow
Lines because it was a take of making hereself familiar
with the history, culture and languages of India in which
the novel is set.

Apart from academic inputs, the refresher course
also provided the participants with a slice of the vibrant
Gujarti clture. As the Festival of Colours fell during the
course, we were specially privileged to make it a
memborable event by spereading friendship and freatemity
through singing and dancing and sharing sweets. We were
able to be once again children participating in the play of
Colours. Since there were participants from outside
Ahmedabad it was necessary to introduce them to the
culture and the important spots of the cities of Ahmedabad
and Gandhinagar. So one day was set apart for a guided
tour of the two cities.

We thank all resource persons who made this
intellectual feast a rewarding experience. We are grateful
to the director and both the teaching and non-teaching
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staff members of the Academic Staff College Gujarat
University for making this a very enlightening and
entertaining experience for  us. We also thank the workers
of the mess who were able to sustain our spirits with
varieties of Gujarati cuisine. We place on record our
special gratitude towards Prof. Ranjana Harish who
coordinated the course.
