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GCET-2006 - A Report
Gujarat University and GCET 2006

For the second year in succession Gujarat University
was entrusted with 5 Ui the task of conducting the entrance
tests and counselling for admission to the MBA and the MCA
programmes of Universities of Gujarat State by the Govern-
ment of Gujarat. Although this year the relevant Government
Resolution was issued nearly one month later than last year,
under the leadership of Dr. Parimal Trivedi, the Hon'ble Vice-
Chancellor, Gujarat University, the activities relating to the
GCET were immediately initiated and the admissions were
completed well in time and the academic sessions have
already commenced for MBA and MCA.

2. The major activities of the GCET Admission Commit-
tee, which was set up in the University, were: Preparation,
designing and printing of Information Bulletins by calling for
the requisite data from the concerned institutions; release of
newspaper advertisement for the GCET; creation of a website
for the GCET; conduct of the tests; conduct of Group Discus-
sions and Personal Interviews (GDPI) in the case of MBA,;
preparation of final merit lists based on the tests and GDPI;
counselling and allotment of seats to the eligible applicants,
etc. The sale of Information Bulletins, acceptance of applica-
tion forms and conduct of the tests and GDPI were done in
nine different centres this year as against seven centres last
year. The Vice-Chancellor, who is also the Coordinator,
GCET, had deputed Observers for the entrance tests and
GDPI to all the centres. This year the highlights of the GCET
were as under:

1. Around 10,581 wrote the entrance test for MBA and
3446 for MCA, which is about 10% more than the num-
ber of candidates last year.

2. Three new institutions for MBA were started and there
was about 15% increase in the intake capacity of MBA.

3. Bhuj and Kherwa were the two new centres where the
tests and GDPI were conducted for the convenience of
applicants from these areas.

4. The merit position and the counselling schedule of can-
didates was also communicated through SMS to all
those who had applied for the facility.

5. Athough it was not mandatory for the private unaided
instititions conducting MBA and MCA programmes this
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year to have the counselling and allotment of seats
done through the GCET Committee, all these institu-
tions had opted for getting their seats filled through the
GCET Committee, barring a few management seats.

6. This time the counselling and allotment of seats were
done at the Joint Admission Committee (JACPC) at the
LD Engineering College. Because of the parallel pro-
cessing of 20 to 25 applicants at the same time, the
entire process could be completed in four days.

7. ltis a matter of pride for the Gujarat University that the
MBA seats in B.K.School of Business Management and
the MCA seats in the Rollwala Computer Centre were
taken up by the toppers. Another striking feature was
that the affiliated institutions of Gujarat University were
generally preferred over other institutions by the candi-
dates and hence got closed ahead of others.

8. The reshuffling round has been done for August 30 and
31, 2006.

9. The entire GCET activities were carried out as per the
original schedule and the University has created a
transparent and student-friendly system for the
MBAIMCA admission.

10. In the last two years, despite the complexities and the
time-bound nature of the activities, Gujarat University
has tried to establish a bench mark in the efficient
conduct of the GCET work, by creating and document-
ing proper rules, procedures, systems and structures.

ASSOCIATION OF INDIAN UNIVERSITIES INTER UNIVERSITY.YOUTH FESTIVALS

INTRODUCTION

A. Eligibility Rules

1

Only bonafide, full time student, who is enrolled for a degree or post degree or diploma course is of a minimum
duration of one academic year and whose examination is conducted by the, University subsequent to passing
the 12th class examination wider the 10+2 pattern of education conducted by a recognized Board of Higher
Secondary / Senior Secondary in the country or an equivalent examination shall be eligible to participate in the
Inter University Cultural Activities.

1.1 Students of Open Universities shall be considered to be bonafide students and shall be eligible to
participate provided they fulfill other conditions. However, students enrolled in correspondence course.
Institutes of Universities, casual students, external students and students pursuing bridge courses shall not
be eligible.

All students for participating in the Inter University Youth Cultural Activities shall fulfill the following conditions

a ) Not more than 7 years have elapsed since a student passed the examination qualifying him/her for first
admission to a degree or diploma course of a University or College, affiliated to a University.

b ) Only students, who are less than 25 years of age as on 1st July of the academic year in which the activity
is held, can participate.

(c) Further, students call participate for one year more than the normal length of the academic programme
which he/she is following.

A student employed oil full time basis shall not eligible to participate.
A student shall not be allowed to represent more than one University during a single academic year.

Provisional admission to a course of a University or College shall riot make the student eligible to represent the
University in the Inter University Youth Cultural Activities.

In case of a student migrating from one University to another, his/her migration case will be considered eligible
only after his/her admission in the new University is regularized mid lie/she is admitted as a bonafide student
by the new University.

B. Explanations

For the purpose of computing years of eligibility one year will cover means the academic year in which the cultural
activity is held irrespective of whether the student’s result is declared or not. It will normally be extended from
June/July of one year to 12 calendar months to the next year.

The restriction of participation in Inter University Youth Cultural Activities to a period of one year more than the

length / duration of academic courses means that the students pursuing a three year degree programme
(i.e. B.A,, B.Com., B.Sc. etc.) can participate for four year, while a student pursuing four year programme ( i.e.
B.E., B.Tech. etc.) can participate for five years.

C. Disqualifications for violation of Eligibility Rules

1

Any disqualification of a participant on grounds of ineligibility will result in the automatic scratching of the
contingent for that academic year. The contingent shall also be debarred from participating in the youth
cultural activities to be held in the following years.

A participant disqualified on the grounds of ineligibility shall not be permitted to participate in Inter University
youth Cultural Activities in the next year.

In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (e) & (g) of sub-section(l) of Section 26 read with Section 14 of University

Institutions affiliated to it) Regulation, 2000, namely:-

1. Short Title, Application and Commencement:

(i) These regulations may be called UGC (Minimum Qualifications Required For The Appointment And Career
Advancement Of Teachers in Universities and Institutions affiliated to it) (Second Amendment) Regulations, 2006.

(i) They shall apply to every university established or incorporated by or under a Central Act, Provincial Act or a State
Act, every institution including a constituent or an affiliated college recognized by the Commission, in consultation
with the university concerned under Clause (f) of Section-2 of the UGC Act, 1956, and every institution deemed
to be a university under Section 3 of the said Act.

(i) They shall come into force with immediate effect.

In the University Grants Commission (Minimum Qualifications required for the appointment and Career
Advancement of Teachers in Universities and Institutions affiliated to it) Regulation, 2000, wherever the following para
occurs:-

“NET shall remain the compulsory requirement for appointment as Lecturer even for candidates having Ph.D.
degree. However, the candidates who have completed M.Phil degree or have submitted Ph.D. thesis in the concerned
subject upto 31st December, 1993 are exempted from appearing in the NET examination.’

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New courses in Gujarat University

M.Sc. in Forensic Science

Forensic science is primarily concerned with the application of scientific principles for the investigation of crime. It is a
science for the acquisition and analysis of scientific data for application to the study and resolution of crime, investigation,
civil and regulatory issues, and criminal identification. With the help of latest technology, forensic scientists convert the clues
collected from a crime scene into evidence admissible in a court of law. It is the use or application of science in courts or in
legal proceedings.

Forensic science is not a discipline or branch of science, but is a catch-all for many distrinct disciplines. It is a
multidisciplinary enterprise which incorporates the basic principles of biology, chemistry and physics.

The demand for forensic scientists is growing day by day due to the spiralling crime rate especially in the urban areas.
Supply of professionals is still limited as few science graduates branch into this challenging avenue. Hence, career
prospects are bright.

Opportunities for forensic scientists exist in government organizations such as the intelligence Bureau (IB), the Central
Bureau of Investigation (CBI), the CID, the Central Police Organization (CPO), the crime cells of state police forces as well as
in large private detective agencies. They can also work as teachers in institutes that conduct courses in this subject. The
students can also set up their own forensic laboratories.

The prospects for forensic scientists are increasing in the private sector too. Corporate houses are likely to hire forensic
experts in a big way in future owing to the growing incidence of white-collar crimes, frauds and scams.

The proposed post graduate (M.Sc.) course in Forensic Science in designed to cater the needs of research,
technology deelopment and applications in the fields of Forensic Science and criminology. Since teh requirement of experts
in criminology and forensic science will continue to rise, career prospects are also bright with law enforcement agencies,
police, legal system and in the investigative service of the government and also with private agencies.

O ELIGIBILITY
Graduates in Science disciplines of this university or any other university recognized as equivalent. Candidate should
have scored at least 50% marks at graduate level.

0 ADMISSION CRITERIS

Every year announcement of the course will appear in Gujarati and English news papers. An entrance test will be
conducted for the selection of candidates. The entrance test will be of 90 minutes duration with 50 multiple choice questions
covering the various disciplines of science. The merit list will have 40% weightage for test marks 60% of B.Sc. Marks.

O INTAKE CAPACITY

20 students will be admitted every year. Out of 20 seats 15 are reserved for Gujarat University students and 5 seats are
for students other than the Gujarat University with maximum 2 seats for NRI students meeting the eligibility criteria. If there are
no NRI candidates, there 2 seats will be opened for general category.

Reservation of seats for candidates belonging to SC/ST/SEBC/PH etc. as per rules of the Gujarat university.

0 FEE STRUCTURE

The course will be fully self financed. Fee structure is as follows :

General Seats (18) Rs. 15,000/- per semester - per student

NRI Seats (2) Rs. 50,000/- per semester - per student

Examination fees of Rs. 500/- per semester will be collected along with the examination form. The convocation fee will
be charged as per university rules.

0 COURSE STRUCTURE

The medium of teaching will be in English.

The two-year post graduate course consists of four smesters. In the first, second and third semester there will be 4
theory papers in each semester of 100 marks. Each paper will have 40-42 lectures of one- hour duration. First, second and
third semesters will have two practicals in each semester and experiments will be carried out in the Laboratories of the
Gujarat University and in the Directorate of Forensic Science Laboratory, Gandhinagar. The total marks in first, second and
third semester will be 600 each. The fourth semester will have only project work and carries 600 marks. Grand total of marks
will be 2400.
