1. Introduction
Ports have always played a vital role in the trade and commerce of the country from time immemorial. This
is more so now in this era of economic liberalisation. To meet the increasing demands for imports and exports,
there is a need for revitalising the administration of ports, Gujarat has 41 ports along its 1600 km long coastline.
There are also other ports on India's vast coastline requiring trained manpower for their efficient administration.
At present there appears to be no courses run by any university in the country specially tailored to suit the
needs of the port sector. Therefore, it is considered desirable that Gujrat University may consider introduction of
a course specially to train management personnel for the ports.
